BOARD OF TRUSTEES

Regular Meeting

March 28, 2012


The Village of Sutherland Board of Trustees held a Regular Meeting on March 28, 2012 at 6:30 p.m. in the Village of Sutherland Meeting Room, located at 1200 First Street, Sutherland, Nebraska. Notice of this meeting was given by posting notice in four public places, the designated method by the Village Board of Trustees. An agenda for this meeting was kept continuously current and available for inspection at the Office of the Village Clerk.  Members present upon roll call were; Dareld Blake, Larry Meyer, Sandy Conrad, Steve Seifer, and James Bliss.  Also present were; Village Attorney Phil Pierce, Village Utility Superintendent Ken Gibbons, Village Deputy Clerk Heather Fast and Village Clerk Samantha Boggs.  Guests present were, Frank Fleecs.  If all the names are not included it is only by error and not signed in the guest book.

The Board of Trustees rise and recite the Pledge of Allegiance.   

Chairman Meyer gives notice of the open meeting law poster and it’s location for public record.


Chairman Meyer recognizes a quorum is present and calls the regular meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.

Seifer motions to waive the oral reading and approve the March 14, 2012 Regular Meeting minutes as presented.  Seconded by Blake.  Voting yes: all.  Voting no: none.  Motion carried.

Seifer motions to waive the oral reading and approve the March 21, 2012 Work Session minutes as presented.  Seconded by Blake.  Voting yes: Meyer, Blake, Conrad and Seifer.  Voting no: none.  Abstaining: Bliss.  Motion carried.


Steve Maly of Maly Marketing was present to show the Board the Village website that is almost ready to go live.  No action taken.

Attorney Pierce gives the Board an update on the UP contract.  No action taken.


Clerk Boggs informs the Board that the Village would be eligible to apply for the CDBG housing rehab grant this year.


Seifer motions to approve Resolution 2012-03-02 allowing West Central Nebraska Development District to prepare a pre-application for $209,000.00 to rehab seven homes and authorize the Chairman to sign.  Seconded by Conrad. Voting yes: all.  Voting no: none.  Motion carried.

Seifer motions to accept the Professional Service Agreement for the Community Development Block Grant Housing Project.  Seconded by Conrad.  Voting yes: all.  Voting no: none.  Motion carried.


Meyer motions to reimburse the Fire Department for the security keypad, lock and keys for the Fire Hall in the amount of $303.44.  Seconded by Seifer.  The Trustees discussed their concerns with the amount of keys made.  Voting yes: Meyer and Blake.  Voting no: Conrad, Seifer and Bliss.  Motion fails.


Seifer motions to reimburse the Fire Department for the security keypad and lock for the Fire Hall in the amount of $260.98.  Seconded by Conrad.  Voting yes: Seifer, Meyer and Conrad.  Voting no: Bliss and Blake.  Motion carried.


Seifer motions to accept the New Fire Department Member Application for Heather Fast.  Seconded by Conrad.  Voting yes: all.  Voting no: none.  Motion carried.


Meyer motions acknowledgment of the receipt of the 2010-2011 audit report and letter from R J Meyer and Associates and to make the audit information available to the public.  Seconded by Seifer.  

Frank Fleecs is present to inquire about the ethanol plant bond not being in the audit report.


The Trustees try to explain to Mr. Fleecs that the ethanol plant bond has not appeared in the past audits but they would discuss it with the accountants.  No action taken.


Voting yes: Conrad, Seifer, Meyer and Blake.  Voting no: none.  Abstaining: Bliss.  Motion carried.


Seifer motions to accept the Management Representation letter from R J Meyer and Associated and authorize the Chairman and Clerk to sign.  Seconded by Conrad.  Voting yes: Seifer, Meyer, Blake and Conrad.  Voting no: none.  Abstaining: Bliss.  Motion carried.


Conrad motions to approve Jochum 3rd Replat.  Seconded by Seifer.  Voting yes: all.  Voting no: none.  Motion carried.


The Trustees discuss Ordinance #566 that would amend the Growth Committee Ordinance #565 by allowing members to serve who live outside the city limits.


Deputy Clerk Fast reads Ordinance #566 by title only as amended.  AN ORDINANCE OF THE VILLAGE OF SUTHERLAND, NEBRASKA, AMENDING THE SUTHERLAND VILLAGE CODE (ORDINANCE NO. 438) BY REVOKING AND REPLACING SECTION 2-116 DETAILING THE “GROWTH BOARD” TO INCLUDE RESIDENTS THAT LIVE OUTSIDE THE VILLAGE LIMITS, WHO HAVE INTERESTS IN THE ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT AND FUTURE OF SUTHERLAND, TO BECOME A GROWTH COMMITTEE MEMBER; TO PROVIDE THAT THE PROVISIONS OF THIS ORDINANCE SHALL BE MADE A PART OF THE CODE OF THE VILLAGE OF SUTHERLAND; AND TO PROVIDE THE DATE THAT THIS ORDINANCE SHALL TAKE EFFECT.  This shall serve as the first reading of this Ordinance.  A full copy of this Ordinance is available at the office of the Village Clerk.

Seifer motions to waive the three reading rule for Ordinance #566.  Seconded by Conrad.  Voting yes: Meyer, Bliss, Conrad and Seifer.  Voting no: Blake.  Motion carried.


Seifer motions to adopt Ordinance #566 as amended.  Seconded by Conrad.  Voting yes: Bliss, Conrad, Seifer and Meyer.  Voting no: Blake.  Motion carried.


Meyer motions to table the Growth Committee appointments and meeting dates until the next regular meeting.  Seconded by Siefer.  Voting yes: Conrad, Seifer and Meyer.  Voting no: Bliss and Blake.  Motion carried.


Superintendent Gibbons and the Board of Trustees discuss the bids for crack sealing.


Seifer motions to accept the crack sealing bid from Stulich Asphalt for thirty seven cents a foot.  Seconded by Blake.  Voting yes: all.  Voting no: none.  Motion carried.


The Trustees discuss the farmland leases that go up for bid.  

Attorney Pierce recommends not doing the Ag lease for the sewer farmland since the Village has signed a purchase agreement for the Railroad to purchase it.


Seifer motions to not advertise the Ag lease for the sewer farmland.  Seconded by Conrad.  Voting yes: all.  Voting no: none.  Motion carried.


Seifer motions to advertise at public auction for the farmland lease at the well field meadow ground for April 25th at 6:00 p.m. Seconded by Conrad.  Voting yes: all.  Voting no: none.  Motion carried.


Superintendent Gibbons informs the Board that the annual summer cleanup will begin April 2nd at 4 pm.  


Clerk Boggs informs the Trustees that a representative from Viaero Wireless contacted the office to request use of the office one day a month for a phone 101 course to educate any interested community members on phone use.  


The Trustees discuss allowing a commercial business to use the Village office.  Attorney Pierce recommends that Board not allow this as public funds cannot be used for private use.


Blake motions to deny the request by Viearo Wireless to use the Village Office.  Seconded by Seifer.  Voting yes: all.  Voting no: none.  Motion carried.


The Trustees discuss the Growth Committees street closing application to close Walnut Street from the corner of First and Walnut to the corner of Second Street and Walnut Street for the fourth of July.

Seifer motions to accept the street closing application from the Growth Committee to close Walnut Street from the corner of Walnut Street and First Street to the corner of Walnut Street and Second Street on July 4, 2012.  Seconded by Conrad.  Voting yes: all.  Voting no: none.  Motion carried.


Seifer motions to accept March 28, 2012 claims for approval as presented in the amount of $32,616.39.  Seconded by Conrad.  Voting yes: all.  Voting no: none.  Motion carried.


The Trustees review the reports and give their individual report at this time. 

The Trustees discuss the unsafe buildings and having someone check the soil behind the old laundry mat for contamination.  No action taken.


Seifer motions to adjourn at 7:45 p.m.  Seconded by Conrad.  Voting yes: all.  Voting no: none.  Motion carried.
